Working in the far south Chicago suburb of University Park, the team
created a vision for comprehensive growth to guide all future redevelop-
ment in the Village. The project began in 2001 with a transit-oriented de-
velopment (TOD) study, and continued through implementation and ne-
gotiations with development groups to build the master plan.

The village center is sited within an ecologically sensitive area, and the
concept plan for the downtown embraced the local environment, inter-
weaving wetlands and open space within a mixed-use development of
residential, retail, and commercial. The plan is oriented for pedestrians
while accommodating a variety of public transportation modes.

TBS is currently engaged by a confidential developer to build the project
and will serve as the PUD planner, the landscape architect and civil engi-
neer.
